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The Beatitudes are a set of teachings by Jesus that appear in the Gospels of Matthew and Luke.  The term Beatitude 
comes from the Latin adjective ‘beatus’‘ which means happy, fortunate, or blissful.   The Beatitudes echo the highest ideals of 
the teachings of Jesus on mercy, spirituality and compassion.  They follow one after the other, giving a message of hope, 
which becomes ever more powerful each time we hear them.  In their flow and power they bring to mind a strong river, carrying 
us on a spiritual journey.

The Beatitude 
is inscribed within the golden light.  All of the glass is kiln fired and tempered.
